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WALL WOOL WEAVING

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Here is the step-by-step, special beginner, to make your first wall hanging, it is an activity that you can safely take with children.

 
 
The weaving loom kit ; 2 needles, one for thin threads, and another one for thick ones that we will call "pull-thread", a comb, and a shuttle. we will use off these for the tutorial.
Step 1 :
Take the white cotton yarn, make a knot on the top and down the loom. Then spin straight, go up and go down.... Make node  on the stem (the uper and lower part of the weaving loom ). Go up and down very straight on. Throughout the weaving, we must maintain quite hard the thread to keep it straight.

 
Finish with a knot.

 
 
Step 2 :
Take the shuttle and do 3 turn with the wool. let run some and then cut it.

 
 
Step 3 : 
Pass the shuttle one out of 2 thread (up, down, up down..... to the end.)

 
 
Step 4 :
Do the way back in reverse, that is to say ending the row below like in the picture. Go again on the other way, going up, down, up down.... up to the end.

 
 
Step 5 :
Take the comb and slip the woll to get straight rows.
Tip! Always start by weaving its 3 rows it allows fringes to maintain well. You will save time.

 
 
Step 6 :
Prepare your fringes. Keep the same wool and cut 18 lengths of about 45 cm.

 
 
Step 7 :
Once the fringes ready, place a strand of wool facing you on the loom. Bring out the strands underneath, right then left. Then gently pull down.

 
 
Step 8 :
Place the fringe on weaving. Repeat the operation until the end.

 

 

 
Step 9 :
Take the powder rose wool, do the some as the red one, and then do 4 turn of shuttle. Let run a bit and then cut.

 
 
Step 10 :
Make 4 rows.

 

 
Then 3 fringe of the middle.

 
 
Step 11 :
take the white wool and make 3 rows, use the "pull- thread" for thick wool.

 
 
Step 12 :
Take the needle and the DMC thread, here is a big ball, but a skein is enough.

 
 
Step 13 :
Realize 4 rows, always in the same way, going up, down, up, down ....
Be careful not to pull too much on the way back, we must ensure that weaving is straight so it does not make belly like that ) - ( but it stays right I - I)

 
 
Step 14 :
Take back the red wool and below 1 thread out of 3.... and for the next rows move out of one thread for each row.

 
 
Step15 :
Continue with the powder rose (6 rows).

 
 
Step 16 :
Then make 3 copper fringes of each opposite side.

 
 
Step 17 :
Make a row with suede lace and 2 rows with the copper and finally the suede.

 
 
Step18 :
We will do now the finish, lift the fringes. cut the thread and tie it (double knot gently, gently placing the knot on the front row)
 

 

 

 

 
 
Step 19 :
Then gently remove the weaving fro the loom.

 
 
Step 20 :
Insert a piece of wood.

 

 
 
step 21 :
Turn the weaving and made double knot.

 
Here it goes, such a cute weaving !

 
 
Step 22 :
Take a crochet. Gently tuck the wool and then, once it is in, cut it.

 

 

 
 
Your weaving is now done !
