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DIY EMBROIDER A PUNCH NEEDLE POUCH WITH
FASHION STAR WOOL
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How to use the magic needle punch needle?
How to create a punch needle pouch?
The magic needle punch needle you know? This is the DIY trend of 2018! Learn this new embroidery technique with this tutorial specially designed for you by Bérénice aka @Woolthatgirl . She shows you how to create a pocket by embroidering small loops with this magical needle . Here she uses an Amy Oxford needle punch needle with Fashion Alpaca Dream Wool , Fashion Star and Big Essentials .
We have prepared a data sheet that describes and explains this wool embroidery , How to use the punch needle or the magic needle? as well as a video to start at the punch needle .
Thank you Bérénice for sharing this tutorial.

Also plan to have thread and a sewing needle, a ruler and a pencil.
Step 1: Prepare the canvas
Cut in the burlap two squares of 35 cm of side.
Take a piece and draw in the center a rectangle of 22 x 15 cm, in which you then refer to the drawing below.
Repeat the same procedure for the second piece of jute, being careful to reflect the pattern symmetrically with respect to the height, so that once sewn, the two parts match.

Step 2: Installing the canvas
Place the fabric in the circle of the embroidery drum , so that the rectangle is centered. Tighten the screw securely (if necessary, use a screwdriver).

Step 3: Prepare the punch needle
Insert the thread into the hole at the end of the needle. Gently pull on the wire until it has completely entered the slot. Leave a centimeter at the end of the needle.

Step 4: Puncher
Here we will begin by filling the first form at the flat point. Take the magic needle in your hand so that the beveled side of the needle points in the direction of travel. Press it evenly, every two stitches (about every 0.5 cm). Be careful not to take off too much the needle between two points, otherwise the thread may come out. Start with the outline of the shape and then gradually return to the center.

When you have finished filling your shape, leave the needle in the canvas and cut the thread flush with the eye of the needle, on the loop side.

The second form, golden, will be filled with curly stitches. To get them, just work on the back of the room. When you are done, gently pull the needle along the thread, holding the thread at the base, and then cut it flush.

After filling these two shapes, continue with the others, alternating loops and flat dots.
When you have finished the first rectangle, proceed in the same way on the second rectangle.

Step 5: The finishes
In the places filled with the flat point, all you have to do is to take in the threads that are still protruding. To do this, gently use the needle on the other side of the fabric.

Cut the excess fabric (but do not discard it, you will need it later) around the punched part, leaving enough room for you to sew after it.

Step 6: Preparing the different pieces for sewing
In the extra burlap , cut two pieces of 4.5 x 7 cm. They will be used to make the fasteners for the bag handles .
In the cotton poplin, cut a rectangle of 22 x 30 cm (thinking to leave a margin of seam of 1 cm).

Step 7: Sewing the fasteners for the chain
Take the two rectangles previously cut out. Fold both sides 7 cm towards the middle and fold in half. If necessary, use an iron to mark the folds, because the burlap is a pretty capricious canvas. Sew everything.

Step 8: Sewing the punched part and the lining of the cover
Pin the two parts punched on three sides against each other (the top of the cover must remain open). Remember to integrate on each side, about 1 cm from the top of the pouch, the previously sewn fasteners.

Sew all three sides. Attention to the sewing machine, the task can be a bit arduous, because of the thickness of the canvas.
Cut the excess canvas around the seam, as well as the angles. You can then return it. Fold in the excess fabric from the top of the pouch.

Step 9: Sewing the liner
Fold the fabric of the lining and pin both sides 15 cm. Sew them.

Then turn over the lining and fold the excess inside, marking the fold with an iron.
Indicate on each side a mark in the middle and 2.5 cm from the top of the lining. This marks where you will now sew each part of the snap .

Step 10: Finishes
Once the two parts are sewn, turn the lining over and slip it into the punched part.
Normally, the two surplus fabrics and fabric previously folded are found against each other. Pin them together and sew them together, at the invisible stitch (or stitching at the sewing machine).

Iron the inside of the pouch to mark the fold of the lining. You can then pass the chain in both fasteners.

You're done, your wallet is ready!
