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KUMIHIMO REVERSIBLE CUFF BRACELET WITH STAR
BEADS GLASS BEADS
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How to make kumihimo?
How to create a reversible bracelet?
Want 2 bracelets in 1 that could change according to his desires and his outfit ? It's possible ! Magdalena Zapico has completed the challenge! Follow his tutorial step by step to make your silver reversible cuff bracelet with Star beads , blue on one side, black on the other. Sublime!
Are you new to jewelery creation ? Feel free to take a look at our toolbox, this could help you, especially to learn the basics of jewelry creation .
Thank you Magdalena for sharing this tutorial.
The bracelet presented in this tutorial measures 16.5 cm. As it is thick, you need 1.5 cm more than the actual size of your wrist. If you want to make a bracelet larger than the one presented, plan for a longer length of C-Lon beading cord. The first option is to make a longer piece of beadless braiding at the beginning and end of the bracelet. The second option is to add 1 (or 2) R8A at the beginning and at the end of each thread (see threading order), which makes a total of 37 (or 39) beads per thread instead of 35.
Step 1 :
Cut 8 pieces of 50 cm C-Lon Beading Cord and knot.

2nd step :
Arrange the wires on the Kumihimo disk on either side of the black dots as in the picture.

Step 3:
We will start the braiding which is done in 3 movements.
a) The thread at the top left is positioned at the bottom left.

b) The bottom right yarn is positioned at the top right.

c) Rotate a quarter of a turn to the right with the disc.

Step 4:
Then repeat steps a, b, c from step 3 until the desired braid length is achieved. It is important to stretch the threads so that the braid is not loose. Always keep the braid in the center of the disc.
For our bracelet, make about 1 cm of braiding without beads in order to be able to stick the tip later.
Your sons are again on either side of the black dots with the No. 16 on the top, the No. 24 on the right, the No. 32 on the bottom and the No. 8 on the left.

Step 5:
Now thread 35 beads on each thread as shown below and tie a knot at the end of the thread to prevent the beads from falling. Once the beads are threaded, wrap the remaining wire on a plastic spool provided for this purpose to prevent the threads from getting entangled during braiding. You can number your coils from 1 to 8 as in the picture to facilitate identification in case of error during braiding.

AR: Arcos® (labrador) by Puca®
FB: blue facet
FN: black facet
ORDER OF THREADING:
Wire 1: 8 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 6 R8A
Thread 2: 35 R8A
Thread 3: 8 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 6 R8A
Wire 4: 6 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B , 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 8 R8A
Wire 5: 6 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 8 R8A
Thread 6: 35 R8A
Wire 7: 6 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 3 R8A, 1 SD, 8 R8A
Wire 8: 6 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N , 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 1 R8A, 1 R8N, 1 R8A, 1 R8B, 8 R8A
CAUTION: Make sure you have 35 beads on each thread (and in the right order) because the slightest threading error will alter the design of the braid
Step 6:
We are going to weave with pearls. The movements are identical to the weaving without beads (see step 3) except that it is necessary to get a bead on the wire worked before moving it. Be sure to lower the bead all the way to the end of the wire and secure it under the wire perpendicular to it when braiding.
Tip 1: If you want to pause in your braiding, always stop after the movement a) of step 3 so you can quickly spot where you are.

Step 7:
Continue braiding until there are no more beads on the threads and finish with about 1cm of braiding without beads as in the beginning. Finally, gently remove the braid from the disc and tie a knot flush with the braiding to prevent the braid from going undone.
Tip 2: Watch your braid regularly. If you realize that you made a mistake somewhere, make the reverse movements of step 3 (c then b then a) to undo the braid to the wrong place.

Step 8:
Make a second braid identical to the first one by repeating steps 1 to 7.

Step 9:
The kumihimo part is finished. We will now proceed to weaving pearls. Let's start with the braid at the bottom of the face with the R8B.
a) Thread about 70cm of Fireline thread on your needle. Cross the braid (at the beginning of the beaded left side) with the Fireline leaving a small tail about 3cm.

b) Go back and forth several times in the braid to lock the Fireline and take out your thread at the bottom of the first SD on the left.

c) Go back to the top of this same SD.

Step 10:
We will now connect the bottom braid to the top one.
a) Thread 1 AR by going first through the bottom hole then through the top one. The middle hole is not used.

b) Go through the bottom hole of the first SD on the left of the top braid.

c) Thread 1 R11, 1 FB, 1 R11, pass through the bottom hole of the next SD, thread 1 R11, 1 SBB, 1 R11, go through the bottom hole of the next SD. Alternate facets and star beads until you reach the last SD of the top braid.

Step 11:
Rotate your bracelet so that the top braid is at the bottom and vice versa. Then, repeat steps 10 a, b, c on the second braid.
Warning: do not add SBB but go into the hole at the top of the SBB already present.
Tip: Do not over-tighten your weave to keep flexibility in the bracelet.
Go back to the top and bottom holes of the right AR and then to the two holes of the first SD on the right side of the bottom braid. Then go back and forth in the braid (see step 9) to lock the Fireline wire. You get this:

Step 12:
We will now move to the face with the R8Ns. To do this, repeat steps 9, 10 and 11 by replacing the FBs with FNs and SBBs with SBNs.
Tip: before starting the weaving of this face, do not hesitate to guide the SD towards the inside of the bracelet as in the image of step 10b.

S tep 13:
Cut off all Fireline tips that protrude from braids. Using a wire burn or lighter, cauterize the 4 ends of the bracelet flush with the knot. Make sure your tips are all equal.

Step 14:
Glue the 4 silver tips on the 4 ends without beads. Wait until the glue is dry. Finally, attach the magnetic clasp with open rings.

Your reversible bracelet is ready!
